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7. Armagh Observatory
Founded in 1789, this magnificent
Georgian building houses Ireland’s
foremost astronomical research
institute. Observations are
nowadays carried out abroad, but
the domes and buildings contain
historic telescopes and many other
scientific instruments.

2. Solar System
Compare the relative distances of
the inner and outer planets.
Invisible to the naked eye, Uranus
and Neptune were discovered in
1781 and 1846. Find them
beyond the “Telescope Horizon”.

Mighty Jupiter dwarfs tiny Earth.
The giant planet is at the centre
of its own miniature “solar
system” of at least 66 moons and
4 ring systems.

1. Armagh Planetarium

Explore the heavens with one of
the dramatic Star Shows,
carrying you on a breath-taking
tour of the cosmos. Then learn
about astronomy in the
exhibition area.

4. Hill of Infinity
Climbing the Hill, each paved line represents a “factor-of-ten” change in scale.
Every 10 metres you walk is equivalent to moving 10 times further from the Earth.

Accelerating out from our solar system, you pass stars, nebulae and far off galaxies,
each appearing younger than the last because their light can take billions of years to
reach us across the vast emptiness of space. Eventually you arrive at the edge of the
known Universe and the Big Bang itself.

5. Stone Calendar

Stone Circles are found all over Ireland
and Western Europe. They may have been
temples, clocks or observatories, but our
modern circle works as a simple calendar.

6. Nature Trail

Enjoy a stroll through
woodland and the
landscaped gardens of the
Observatory, containing a
wide variety of native and
less-familiar species.

3. Hyper-Cube
Imagine a series of cubes, each ten times larger
than the one inside. The Hyper-Cube shows
three, a fourth would extend halfway up the Hill.
The next would be almost a kilometre long, and
the one after would stretch halfway to
Portadown. Three more engulf the Earth. Such
cubes or "power of ten" are necessary to
describe the vast size of the Universe.
